
INSSWA MINI-GRANT GUIDELINES

1.  Mini-grants will be made available to the regular membership of INSSWA, ranging in amount from $100 to $500.  The grant request may be fully or partially funded.  The number of grants will be dependent on the availability of funds and decided by the INSSWA Board each year.  

2.  Applicants must be INSSWA Regular members.

3.  Programs applied for in the mini-grants must be to provide direct service to students and/or their families.  INSSWA will consider proposals, which include but are not limited to:

· curriculum for counseling; classroom presentations;

    and/or school wide programs;
· support of programs that strengthen your school                           

    social work services;
· support of parent/child development and family life 

    programs.

4.  Timeline:

· All mini-grant applications are due to INSSWA by         December 1st. of the school year.  

· The INSSWA Mini-Grant Committee will review the applications within 3 weeks.

· Grant recipients will be notified by January 1st.  All applicants will be notified of the decision of the committee.  Notification letters will be sent by the current INSSWA president by US mail.
· Grant monies will need to be expended and reported to the INSSWA treasurer by June 15th.

· Grant recipients will be expected to provide a poster display of their project at the INSSWA Annual Fall Conference.

5.  Mini-grants will be disbursed in one of three ways:

· Reimbursement:  grant recipient submits receipts to   INSSWA treasurer after purchase;

· Direct payment to a vendor or service provider by INSSWA treasurer;

· Check to grant recipient by January 15th.  grant recipient is responsible for providing all receipts to INSSWA treasurer by June 15th. detailing the expenditure of the grant money.
6.  Grant monies not expended by June 15th. will be returned to the INSSWA treasury.

7. No mini-grant applications nor materials submitted with the application will be returned to the applicant.
